New terrorism response
plan takes effect

A host of U.S. plans for responding to
terrorist attacks were officially replaced
yesterday by the new National Response
Plan. The new plan and the closely related
National Incident Management System,
which officials describe as the playbook for
implementing the response plan, replace a
patchwork of existing documents. They
govern federal assistance to state and city
emergency agencies and formally assign
responsibilities in times of disaster to
different federal agencies. The goal is a
standard for response capabilities by which
agencies at different levels of government
can measure their readiness and Washington
can prioritize its spending. Among its top
priorities are weapons of mass destruction
detection and response, sharing of
information among agencies,
interoperability of communications
equipment and hospital surge capacity.
